While
the exhibition, in principle, examines the changes in urbon and rural
structures in globalised Indio, Boptista Coelho's own bipartite body
(12 images) , titled View, scons the spoces fencing the Western Railway line in
Mumbai, particulorly in Malod, Grant Rood ond Sontocruz (West). He rounds up
scapegoaots of ‘urban change' as evidence of the corruptive side-effects of slopdash
urbanisation. “The six images per setting represent ‘The Six Degrees of Separation’;
and the connection that may ba possible in this over-populated city of Mumbai® he
soys. These images jibe with his other ‘views”: a continuing series of cities around the
world, photographed in sets of six, from a pre-set height, to be viewed in tandem with
recordings of the ploce’s ombient sound.
