FOUNDATION FRISON HORTA «A living Museum»

“Art unites the world: East - West” takes place in a museum space in the center
of Brussels in the Frison Horta Foundation house, built by the great Art Nouveau
architect Victor Horta in 1894. The exhibition strives to be truly international,
bringing together artists from India, China, Japan, Belgium, Spain, ltaly, Germany,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Russia, and Armenia. The works of several great
contemporary artists, such as Yuan Shun and Yuri Kuper, whose pieces are
housed in some of the world's largest museums, are presented alongside the
works of young arfists such as Tanaya Rao from India and Dima Sukhov from
Russia. The “Art Unites the World” project seeks to bring well deserved exposure
to these talented young artists.

The organizers were inspired to undertake an exhibition under the East/\West
theme through the ideas of Nicholas Roerich. From his youth, he was fascinated
by the cultural heritage of the East. Through its honouring and preservation
of centuries old traditions, he saw more humane and harmonious principles
demonstrated in Eastern artwork compared to those espoused in the West.
In 1928, N.K. Roerich prepared a draft Treaty for the Protection of Cultural
Property (the Roerich Pact) which was sent to the governments and peoples
of all countries. The draft Pact was approved by the Committee on Museum
Affairs of the League of Nations as well as the Pan-American Union. As a
direct result of this, the World League of Culture was established in a number
of countries, making Nicholas Roerich one of the first to truly unite countries
through the promotion of ideas and the preservation of cultural heritage.

The great Lev Tolstoy is also connected with the East/\West theme. Firstly, he is
an authaor who has won the hearts of readers from all continents with his waorks,
making his impact and reach truly global. Secondly, he was the first prominent
cultural figure in Russia to voice the need for cultural and political cooperation
with representatives of the East. He wrote articles on this topic, including "Letter
to the Indian” and “Letter to the Chinese", and received delegations from Eastern
countries, sharing his views with Mahatma Gandhi on the issue of combating
racial discrimination.

Two photographic works by the Italian artist Enzo Rosamilia dedicated to
N. Roerich and L. Tolstoy were created especially for the exhibition. He is
fascinated by a wide range of aspects of Russian literature and culture.

Chinese artist Yuan Shun presents at the exhibition a work from his "Line of
Gravity" series. The work reflects his interest in abstract modern art, while also
being influenced by medieval Chinese miniatures. He is included in the list of
the most influential Chinese artists of the modern avant-garde movemnent. The
artist is largely inspired by the 1980s, a generation defined by a periad of rapidly
growing global capitalism, political upheaval, and distinctive music and fashion,
including electronic pop and hip-hop.
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Jutta Bobbe is a German artist living in Shanghai and Berlin. She has
previously undertaken museum projects in collaboration with Yuan Shun and

is known for her vibrant and dynamic abstract oil paintings. Her images are
built on unexpected juxtapositions of spatial fragments, in which the distance
between places and cultural differences are erased and merged into a single
powerful space. The exhibition shows a series of her works representing the
transformation of an autumn leaf, creating a sculptural form as a symbol of the
superiority of aesthetics and art over time itself. Admiring the beauty of simple,
everyday things reveals the author's meditative approach to the creative
method, heavily influenced by ancient Chinese and Japanese literature and art.

Video projects by Baptiste Coelho from India present his research on
representatives of various cultures and geographical regions in the context
of world history. These works often address conflict, emotion, culture, gender
issues, history, and the environment. The artist uses various forms of media
in his practice, such as installations, video, sound, photography, performance
and found objects. This project presents the artist's work dedicated to the
participation of Indians in the First World War. Through the use of individual
everyday objects, the author manages to reveal global human ideas and
experiences at moments of historical change and social upheaval in society.

Arleta Cehic was born in Mostar, Bosnia & Herzegovina. She was born and
formed her identity as an artist on a land which in recently past decades was
an active warzone. Her sculptural work resulted from a gradual search for an
image reflecting the form of a bird and was built from fragments of stone and
metal that now act as relics of the rubble. This small piece reflects dignity and
solemnity and is a symbol of the continuity and constancy of life. In the video
installation, abstract shapes are combined with broken stones and transformed
into a perfect black square as the personification of balance. The spirit of the
twentieth-century avant-garde movement in the context of Yugoslav socialist
madernism is embodied in the process of deep cultural and intellectual
consideration in Arleta's work.

The works of Hirofumi Takemoto (Japan) represent the ideas of traditionalism in
contemporary art. The goal of his body of work is o define globalization as the
Europeanization of the world. He introduces non-Western, “pre-modern” values
into his paintings, creating cultural "otherness.”. He paints works inspired by
the art of Kitagawa Utamaro and contrasts European art through the deep
meditativeness of his images. They leave a huge impression due to their ability
to seemingly stop time; the backdrop holding a fast-flowing stream of events in
which our spiritual concentration and our ability of self-contemplation get lost.

The duality of Dmitry Sukhov's works exemplify the methodology of the
international style. On the one hand, they follow the trends of European
postmodernism, while on the other, they represent the author's reflections
on his childhood. He grew up in a small Siberian town, where frost and snow
dominate for most of the year. The expressive relief lines that twist and chain
his works are reminiscent of ice crystalizing on glass, while simultaneously
displaying similarities to oriental arabesques.

The works of Irina Kovalevskaya present the image of a modern woman,
depicted through the role of an athlete - a tennis player against the backdrop

of the Wheel of Samsara and the Mayan Calendar. The responsibility one has
over their actions and destiny is shown to directly relate to karma and the wheel
of Samsara. According to the Mayan calendar, we currently live at the edge of
the end of an era and the transition to the next. These events are taking place in
real time, which brings global changes to the world order. She believes that the

main role in preserving and prolonging peace belun'gs to women, and therefore the
female population bears a huge responsibility for the future of the planet.

Two works by Belgian artist Philippe Leblanc represent the Fibonacci sequence,
written in the ancient Mayan language and in Babylonian. Though different in
culture, geographical areas, and time, they both express the famous mathematical
sequence, one closely related to the golden ratio and often found in nature, from
plants to entire galaxies.

The artist Ulan, a reprasentative of the most ancient Kalmyk family, reflects

in each of his works ideas borrowed from the philosophy of Buddhism. The
exhibition presents his work dedicated to the creation of the world, the struggle
between the elements of rationalism and chaos, the spiritual and the material.

Spanish artist Bernardo Aya counts among his most important projects
EntreMuros, a very subtle reflection on the behaviour and environment of the
Spanish-speaking aristocracy today. The exhibition presents his photographic
work, which he shot in the interiors of the Frison Horta House with the
participation of the owner, Mrs. Nupur Tron, and her daughter. These black and
white photographs provide an opportunity to think about how family values and
traditions can be maintained through the preservation of architecture and art.

The exhibition ends with the work of the Armenian artist Samvel Stepanyan,
who despite living a short life and dying in 1996, entered the history of Armenian
art, His works are housed to this day in some of the most important museums

in Armenia. The painting presented at the exhibition was painted in 1992 in an
abstract style. At this time, Armenia received freedom from the Saviet Union and
was creating a new state from scratch, challenged with geopolitical and natural
problems. The desire for freedom from socialist realism mobilized artists to create
new art. Samvel moves away from realism towards non-objectivity and turns

to the aesthetics of the distant past - rock paintings and encrypted pictograms.
New art has become a symbol of the avant-garde in the history of art in Armenia
and a new historical milestone in the development of the country.

The organizers are convinced that art is what unites the weorld and helps preserve
culture and maral ideals for the sake of future generations.
